On October 31st 2009 national and local partners joined DCH at our 
NeighborWoods Halloween Planting.  The Tree Program planted 43 trees at 6 
affordable housing locations throughout the city:  Prestwyck Court Townhomes 
(Dept. of Real Estate and Housing), Franklin Chase (Wilmington Housing 
Partnership), Gardner Way II, Greenbridge II, Millerõs Row (Habitat for 
Humanity), and 1300 NE Blvd. on Thatcher St.  Volunteers from the Home 
Depot, local Tree Stewards, City of Wilmington, City Council, and Wilmington 
Charter Schoolõs Habitat for Humanity, joined DCH staff on the wet Halloween 
morning to celebrate the strong partnerships between the City of Wilmington and 
non-profit organizations.
